General Revision 
It is recommended that all exercises listed are revised on a 
regular basis in order to maintain pilot proficiency. Pilots are 
strongly encouraged to contact LAA Coaches to assist with 
revision.  
 
Consideration should be given to aircraft type, and additional 
exercises to revise. For example, revision of side-slipping, 
spinning, or aerobatics in types, where permitted. 

 
 
Licence Revalidation 
All coaches are Flight Instructors or Class Rating Instructors 
and can complete the ‘one hour with an instructor’ required for 
licence revalidation. For JAR-FCL SEP the one hour can be 
completed any time in the final 12 months. For NPPL, the one 
hour can be completed at any time during SSEA validity. 
 
Signing of Licences 
All coaches are Revalidation Examiners and can sign your li-
cence as required for Class Rating  revalidation. Revalidation 
must be signed in the final 3 months of validity as required by 
the ANO. Some coaches are also Flight Examiners and can 
perform Class Rating Renewal.
